Language of Bids

The bid prepared by the bidder and all correspondence and documents thereto exchanged by the
bidder and the SAPDC be written in English language. Supporting documents and printed
literature furnished by the bidder with the bid may be in another language provided these are
accompanied by an appropriate translation of pertinent passages in the above stated language. For
the purpose of interpretation of the bid, English language shall prevail.

Documents Comprising the Bid

Bids which take deviations from the conditions of the contract will not be considered.

Signing of bid

Contract: means the document forming the tender, acceptance thereof and the formal
agreement executed between the SJVN Arun-3 Power Development Company Private
Limited and the Contractor, together with documents referred to therein.

Contract Price: means the amount arrived at by multiplying the quantities shown in the Bill
of Quantities by the respective item rates as allowed and included in the Letter of
Acceptance.
